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PURPOSE

1. Increase use of home and community-based services to rebalance system

2. Eliminate barriers to receiving community services in setting of choice

3. Allows state to continue to provide services to those who choose to transition

FUNDING AVAILABLE

1. $250 million available January 1, 2007 ending September 30, 2007

2. $300 million FY 2008

3. $350 million FY 2009

4. $400 million FY 2010

5. $450 million FY 2011

PROGRAM DESIGN

1. States must apply to CMS for MFP funding.  States must specify the length of time project will last (at least 2 years), geographic area covered (statewide or designated areas), targeted groups and numbers of individuals in each group to be served. 
2. Selected states will receive an increase in their federal matching rate called FMAP for the first year each individual  transitions from the institution to home and community services.  FMAP reverts back to the normal FMAP rate in year 2.
3. Preference will be given states that propose serving multiple target groups as well as those proposing delivering self-directed services.

ELIGIBILITY

1. Individual in a nursing facility, intermediate care facility for the mentally retarded or an institution for medical disease receiving Medicaid benefits; and
2. Has resided in the facility for at least 6 months (State when applying can require individual to have resided for up to 2 years in the facility)

QUALIFIED COMMUNITY PROGRAMS

1. Medicaid Waivers

2. Personal Care Option

3. Home Health

QUALIFIED RESIDENCES
1. Home owned or leased by individual or family member.
2. Apartment with a lease that is lockable and the individual controls.

3. Residential setting with no more than 4 unrelated people.
